after fleeing his homeland in
North Africa.

He is excited to study the Bible
in-depth and grow in his faith.

* Since opening its doors, the
Nest has housed eight refugee
believers or spiritual seekers. Of
these, four are currently living in
the Nest, two have moved
elsewhere within Europe, and
two have found better housing
options here in Athens. While the
numbers may sound
subdued, God’s work
here is not!
